· A single record for every student.

· Demographic and status data will be used to link to the student’s assessment records.

· What count date should be used to determine student status?

· April 1st or as close to the status of the student during the districts testing window.
· Each student will be linked to the district and building where the student took the test.
·  “July ID Clean-Up”

1) Verify every assessment record has a valid MOSIS ID

2) Verify every assessment record has an April Student Core Record

3) Allow districts to provide a “teacher name” per content area
