MOSIS State Level Violations Guidelines
We have received many questions regarding the State Level Violations located within your June 2009 Student Core/Enrollment Attendance Trial in the MOSIS Data Collection.  Here are a few general policies for reporting enrollment data; these should help reduce the discrepancies identified as State Level Violations:
· Students that exit school without confirmation of attendance in another school are to be reported as dropouts.
· A records request can be used to initially confirm attendance at another school but if subsequently it is discovered that the student did not actually attend the other school then the student should be reported as a dropout.
· Exit dates reported within the June MOSIS Enrollment and Attendance file should be no later than the first day of nonattendance.
We encourage you to take a look at the State Level Violations listed for your district and if changes need to be made you will need to make them in the June 2009 Student Enrollment Attendance file within MOSIS.  You can choose Download on your certified trial and make the changes in Excel and re-upload the files or you can click the orange New Trial button and choose Copy and Revalidate, this will place a copy of your Certified Trial out in MOSIS as a latest trial of which you may then go into Records, then Enrollments, and Edit any student’s record.
