The trial will include every student that took a State Assessment (MAP, MAP-A, EOC, LAS Links).  The purpose of this trial is to make sure each assessment record has a valid MOSIS ID and there is an April Student Core record to match it with.  The April Student Core record was used to capture the demographic data of the student.
You have the option to add “teacher name” to the file which will be linked to the assessment results – one communication arts, math, and science teacher name.  This is an optional field; you do not have to enter a teacher name.  If you do not choose to do this, the teacher’s name you listed as part of the administration of the assessment (i.e. Group Information Sheet for MAP grades 3-8) will be used.  
The June ID Cleanup is due July 10th.
