Engage in clinical
investigation or other research, production, technical writing, or related activities. Include medical scientists such as

physicians, dentists, public health specialists, pharmacologists, and medical pathologists.

In addition to courses required for high school graduation, essential skills and
knowledge needed for a career as a medical scientists are reinforced by taking
rigorous and relevant courses, as well as participating in work-based experiences and
student organization activities.
