
Summative Assessment 

Item 1
Oral directions.

Use the next few minutes to study the information on the chart called Raking Leaves. The chart shows three steps a person might use to rake leaves. 

Based on information from the chart, write a detailed set of directions describing the three steps involved in the process of raking leaves. Write one additional step that could be added to the chart to make the directions of the leaf raking process more complete, accurate, and/or easier to understand. 

Note to teacher:  Use the Raking Leaves handout.
Item 2

Teacher reads the following prompt to students:

· You will work in pairs to complete this task. 

· One student is given a yellow leaf, an orange leaf, a brown leaf, and a blank piece of paper. 

· The other student is given a piece of paper that shows how the leaves should be arranged on the blank paper. 

· The student with the leaf arrangement explains to his/her partner how to correctly arrange the leaves on the blank piece of paper. 

· When explaining how to arrange the leaves on the paper, be sure to use language/words easily understood by your partner. 

· When completed, compare papers to see how well you and your partner explained and followed directions. 

Item 1 Scoring Guide

3 Points:  The response includes a description of the three sequenced steps involved in the process of raking leaves and a logical suggestion of other information to be added to the chart to clarify the directions or make them more accurate.

2 Points:  The response includes a description of two sequenced steps involved in the process of raking leaves and a logical suggestion of other information to be added to the chart to clarify the directions or make them more accurate.

OR

2 Points: The response includes a description of three sequenced steps involved in the process of raking leaves.

1 Point: The response includes a description of two sequenced steps involved in the process of raking leaves. 

OR

1 Point: The response includes a logical suggestion of other information to be added to clarify the directions or make them more accurate.

Item 2 Scoring Guide

Part I: Content of directions

2 Points: The student gives oral directions that allow for accurate completion of the task. 

1 Point: The student gives oral directions that allow for partial completion of the task.

1 Point: The student gives oral directions that are slightly flawed which result in minor errors in the finished product

Part II: Audience 

1 Point: The student recognizes the perspective of others by using age-level appropriate language/wording when stating directions.

Item 5

Student Prompt

Teacher reads the prompt to the students. 

During this unit about Living Things, you have learned about changes that occur to plants and animals. Write a paragraph that describes three things you must do to care for a pet. You can write about your own pet or an imaginary pet.

Before you write your paragraph, you will use a Pre-Writing graphic organizer to organize your ideas. Use the ideas from the graphic organizer to write a first draft paragraph. Be sure to use a dictionary and the checklist (below) to proofread your first draft paragraph. Make any changes you feel are needed to make your paragraph clear to readers; then, write the final draft paragraph.

Checklist: 

· Contains a topic sentence and at least three ideas to develop the topic. 

· Uses a detail, example, or another type of elaboration to support each one of your ideas.  

· Stays on topic. 

· Uses complete sentences. 

· Uses specific and relevant language to talk about the topic.

· Includes correct grammar/usage, spelling, punctuation, and capitalization.

3 Points: All parts are labeled accurately.

2 Points: Two parts are labeled accurately.

1 Point: One part is labeled accurately.

contains some incomplete sentences that may be distracting to the reader.

shows some awareness of audience and purpose.

contains errors in grammar/usage, punctuation, capitalization, and/or 


spelling that may be distracting to the reader.

The paper:

may lack evidence of a beginning, middle, and/or end.

it is difficult to follow and/or lacks focus.

attempts to address the topic, but lacks development.

uses words that are consistently repetitive, dull, and colorless.

includes incomplete sentences that are distracting to the reader.

shows little or no awareness of audience and purpose.

contains repeated errors in grammar/usage, punctuation, capitalization, and/or 

spelling that may be distracting to the reader.
