2. Using an overhead, display a passage related to the natural disasters. Read a passage aloud by reading the title only first and stopping to allow students to predict what the passage is about. Continue to read through the body of the passage. Discuss and add any reading strategies not included previously on the wall chart.

3. Students add flags to identify places in the passage where they might use during-reading strategies from previously created wall chart.
	Idea
	Create symbols (flags) on a transparency to help students during the activity. These symbols can be placed on the chart and used throughout the year. Some of these symbols include:

Q – questioning

V – visualizing

P – predicting

I – inferring

Students continue to use the symbols in the Lesson Assessment using sticky notes for independent practice.
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
