Scoring of FY09 Year 1 Competitive Grant Applications
The table below details the scores received by first-year competitive grants under the federal Title II.D Competitive Grant Program for 2008-09. By law, competitive Title II.D grants must target "high-need” districts, defined as schools serving the highest numbers and/or percentages of children living in poverty based on U.S. Census data. In Missouri, the competitive funds are earmarked to support district implementation of the research-based eMINTS instructional model. The eMINTS program offers professional development that inspires educators to use instructional strategies powered by technology that engage students in the excitement of learning and enrich teaching to improve student performance.
Competitive Title II.D grant funds are distributed via quadrants, with the amount of funding designated per quadrant equal in proportion to the percentage of districts located in the quadrant. First priority is given to the top-scoring grant application in each quadrant. The next priority is to balance New and Established grants with the goal of awarding one grant to a district (or consortium of districts) to begin eMINTS implementation (New), and one grant in each area to a district or consortium to expand implementation of its eMINTS program (Established). As funding allows, priority is given to grants based on score, quadrant allocation, and grant type.
The table below ranks applications/districts by total score for each quadrant. The total score is the sum of the Narrative score, Economic Need score, and Technology Need score. The application narratives were reviewed by panels of Missouri educators April 14-17. The narrative score (180 points possible) is the average of the three reader scores. Economic Need (10 points possible) is based on the percentage rate of students eligible for the Free and Reduced Lunch Program. Technology Need is based the ratio of students per Internet-connected computer (5 points possible) and previous funding (5 points possible). Department staff assign the need scores using the conversion tables provided in the program’s administrative manual.
