Core Data Update – February Cycle
Following are communications related to the February cycle of the Core Data Collection System. February cycle screens 8, 15, 16, 26, 27, 29 and 35 are available for data entry.  Please enter and save data on the February cycle screens by February 15, 2008. After you have saved all of the data for the February cycle please click the SUBMIT button on the February cycle menu screen. Additional information about each screen is provided below.

Screen 8 - Attendance Center Data - Enter the follow-up data for the 2007 high school graduates for each of the categories listed on the bottom portion of this screen.

 
Screen 15 - Home School/Free and Reduced Lunch Data - Enter the number of resident students exclusively home schooled as of the last Wednesday in January, whose parents have voluntarily filed a formal declaration that they are teaching their children at home.  Also enter the number of students eligible for free or reduced-price lunch as (1) headcount by county of residence and used in the federal programs allocation calculations and (2) FTE count by attendance center and used in the state aid calculation.  
 

Screen 16 - Enrollment, Membership and Summer School Data - The last Wednesday in January is January 30 and is the official membership count day.  On screen 16, report the January 2008 membership data by grade by attendance center for resident students that were enrolled on the count day and in attendance one of the ten prior school days.

 

Screen 26 - Career Education Follow-Up and Screen 27 - Career Education Follow-Up - Sending District - Follow-up data for 2007 secondary graduates from approved career education programs are collected on these screens. (Follow up data are not collected on Adult students enrolled in secondary programs and are not collected on Family and Consumer Science programs identified with a 0604 program/type code on screen 18.) Each career education graduate should be included only once in the report on screen 26. (Graduates that attended an Area Career Education School should only be reported by the Area Career Education School, not by the sending school.) Area Career Education Schools also report each student that attended the Area Career Education School a second time on screen 27 by sending school. 

 

Screen 29 - Postsecondary and Adult Follow-Up - This screen is used to collect follow-up data related to career education postsecondary and adult graduates. Only districts with an approved adult or postsecondary career education program should complete this screen. CIP code information is included in Exhibit 30.
 
Screen 35 - December 31 Fund Balance Data
The first reporting of December 31 fund balance information required by SB 287 (2005) occurred last year as a part of the February Core Data cycle.  Each district is required to report the following information as of December 31:

· Incidental and Teachers Funds Unrestricted Ending Fund Balance as of December 31.

· Tax Anticipation borrowing in the Incidental or Teachers Funds between July 1 and December 31.

· Transfers from the General Fund to the Capital Projects or Debt Service Funds between July 1and December 31.
