Core Data – June Cycle
This communication and attachment relate to the June Cycle of the Core Data Collection System, which is due June 30, 2008.  This year several of the screens are populated directly from files submitted through the MOSIS Data Collection System. The following table lists each of the June Cycle Core Data screens and indicates if the data for that screen are populated by MOSIS (http://dese.mo.gov/MOSIS/). When all errors are resolved for a MOSIS file and it is “certified”, the data will be aggregated as needed and copied by DESE to the appropriate Core Data screen. The screens and related Core Data reports should be reviewed to verify that the data are correct.

June Cycle Screens 
Screen 7 Library Media Center Funding and Resources is used to report data from each school building library media center.  School librarians complete a Planning and Evaluation Worksheet to calculate the data needed for this screen.  Instructions for completing this screen are found in the Core Data Manual, pages 31-34.   
Screen 9 (populated from MOSIS except for Safe School Violations) includes all discipline incidents resulting in removal from the regular classroom setting for one half day or more. 
Attached is a letter with instructions for reporting June cycle school calendar data on Screens 10 and 10A. 

Screen 12 (populated from MOSIS) collects data about students, ages 3-22, exiting special education programs. 
Screen 13 (populated from MOSIS) collects data about student mobility. Districts with A+ schools are to report the number of A+ students with a signed agreement. High school graduates, College Preparatory Certificates awarded, school dropouts, transfers in and transfers out are reported on a 12-month basis.  Each June cycle is treated as a benchmark and all students transferring, graduating or dropping out since this benchmark should be reported in the following June cycle. Students that fail to be promoted are reported as “Students Retained”. 
Students “Enrolled All Year” include those students enrolled the last Wednesday in September that were still enrolled in the same attendance center on the last day of school. Seniors who graduate early should be included in the enrolled all year count.  Instructions for this item are located in Exhibit 6 of the Core Data Manual.

The top portion of Screen 14 and Screen 14A (populated from MOSIS) are used to report attendance hours data. Instructions about attendance reporting for these items are located in the Core Data Manual. Also School Finance memos found at http://dese.mo.gov/divadm/finance/memos/fmemos.html have included several attendance related topics.  The topics and associated months are listed below:

Summer School – Tuition vs. State Aid for Non-resident Students - March 2006 -March 2007 – March 2008
Non-certificated Educators – Attendance Hours Adjustment - April 2006 - April 2007- April 2008
Reporting Pre-Kindergarten (PK) Students - April 2006 - October 2007
The bottom portion of Screen 14 (populated from MOSIS) collects attendance data related to requirements of the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) legislation. A breakout of attendance data by gender, race/ethnicity and by three special categories (IEP, FRL and LEP) is included. The second line of this section, “Non-Resident”, refers to those students attending school in your district on a full tuition contractual basis from another district. Hours of Absence (all hours during which students are enrolled and not in attendance) are reported in the same categories in a separate section of this screen.  Students who transfer out or drop out may be considered to have terminated their enrollment on their last day of attendance.

Screen 14B, K-8 Resident II Grade Point Average Data, (populated from MOSIS) includes the grade point averages of K-8 elementary district 9th and 10th grade Resident II students and 9th and 10th grade students of the receiving district. 
Screen 17 (populated from MOSIS) includes physical fitness data for all 5th and 9th grade students that participate or are enrolled in a physical education class.  Physical Education teachers normally are responsible for providing this information.  The Missouri Physical Fitness Assessment Manual, which includes the test directions and the performance criteria, may be downloaded from the DESE website:  dese.mo.gov  (Click on School Improvement/MSIP, Curriculum, Health/Physical Education, and select Physical Fitness Assessment Manual from the left side of the screen.)  To determine whether or not a student is included in the Healthy Fitness Range (HFR), the criteria for each category is broken down by age.  However, 5th grade students should be reported in the 5th grade block regardless of their ages. The same should be done for 9th grade students.
Screen 19 collects data related to high quality professional development for teachers. Instructions for completing this screen are found in the Core Data Manual, pages 103-104.

All regular summer school and extended school year classes for students with disabilities eligible for state aid are reported on Screen 24.  Position code (Position) is to be reported for each summer school class. The position codes to be reported are the same as used on Screen 18 (Educator Data) during the regular school year.
