SUMMARY  

Professional education coursework provides teacher candidates the knowledge and skills they 
require to be successful first-year teachers. A grade point average is required to ensure the 
teacher candidate has learned these skills and knowledge. This proposed amendment 
eliminates a required cumulative grade point average while maintaining a required 3.00 grade 
point average in content-area and professional knowledge course work.

RECOMMENDATION 

The Department recommends that the State Board of Education authorize publication in the 
Missouri Register of a notice of proposed rulemaking to amend 5 CSR 20-400.180, Temporary 
Authorization Certificate of License to Teach, and that the State Board finds the proposed 
amendment necessary to carry out the purposes of Sections 161.092, 168.011, 168.021, 
168.071, and 168.081, RSMo.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT 

 
5 CSR 20-400.180 Temporary Authorization Certificate of License to Teach. The State 
Board of Education is amending subsection (6)(B).  

PURPOSE: This amendment would eliminate the required cumulative grade point average in all 
applicable certification rules.  
 

(6) The applicant for a temporary authorization certificate (excluding a temporary 
authorization administrator and career education certificate) must comply with the 
following criteria: 

(B) [Possession of an overall grade point average of 2.75 or higher on a 4.0 scale, 
and a] A content area grade point average of 3.00 or higher on a 4.0 scale;
