SUMMARY:

The Missouri Charter Public School Commission (MCPSC), along with their Executive Director, will
be present to discuss issues of mutual interest to the MCPSC and the State Board of Education. The
MCPSC is the only single-purpose sponsor in the state, receiving its authority to sponsor charter
schools from statute.

The Office of Quality Schools will present summary information on charter public schools in Missouri.
The discussion will include the process for sponsor approval and school opening. This information is
reflective of existing charter schools because the MCPSC has not yet opened its first school, slated for
the 2016-17 school year.
