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The USDA issued a Parent/Guardian Meal Pickup Waiver: This waiver allows parents and guardians to pick up meals for their children without the child being present, as long as schools protect the accountability and integrity of the program. No application is required. Below are acceptable forms of identification that may be used to ensure the meal is being picked up by an appropriate parent/guardian and distributed to the eligible student for consumption. 
  
Waiver allows flexibility of program regulations at 7 CFR 210.10(a) (Lunch), 220.2 (Breakfast) and 220.8(a), 225.2 (Meals), 225.9(d)(7), and 226.2 (Meals). The Act and cited regulations envision program operators providing meals directly to children, not to parents and guardians picking up meals at non-congregate meal sites on behalf of their children. DESE Food and Nutrition Services has the right to request supporting documentation from the LEA implementing this waiver.

 

While we are encouraging all stakeholders to take precaution when venturing out, please ensure the LEA continues to follow every safety protocol and best practices for social distancing at meal sites to combat the spread of disease. In any distribution approach implemented, all meals must be served in a grab and go format at a bus stop, delivery of meals to a student’s door, or with curbside pickup, to limit social interactions. 
Pickup is an easy process, example below:

1. Pull up to the designated location
2. Roll down window and tell the nutrition staff how many meals you are picking up
3. Show identification for each student you are getting meals for- ID card, school provided hang tag, etc. 
4. Staff will check students name(s) and place corresponding number of meals requested on a table and step back
5. You exit your car and grab your meals
6. Enjoy and see you next time!

This process ensures we follow the recommended social distance and ensure the safety of all. The “A Note from the Cafeteria” can be used to increase integrity of ensuring the meal provided is intended for the student of the parent/guardian picking up the meal.
