DESE Required EOC Assessments: Algebra I, Biology, English II, Government, and Algebra II (if Algebra I was taken prior to grade 9 beginning with 

students graduating in 2016).   All students with disabilities except those eligible for MAP-A must take the required EOC Assessments.  School personnel make 

the decision regarding when a student will take the required assessments.
