1.  What should the state use as a measure of school quality/student success (i.e. attendance, discipline incidents)?

1. The state has the authority to determine how many years a school might be identified for Comprehensive Support and Improvement and more rigorous interventions are required.  The number of years in this status may not exceed four.  What would you suggest and why?

1. DESE must determine how to distribute the funds available for Title I School Improvement (formerly Title I(a) and Title I(g)).  This can be done using formula distribution, competitive grant or a hybrid model.  What would you suggest and why?

1. What would federal accountability look like with the inclusion of English Proficiency in Title I?

1. How can we make building and LEA level report cards easy for parents and stakeholders to access and understand?

1. What has worked or hasn’t worked in previous school improvement efforts?

1. How can the state establish structures for productive, ongoing stakeholder, parent, and community engagement?
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
