Gather necessary equipment.

Wash your hands. Put on gloves.

Explain what you are going to do.

Observe reddened area.

Rub the skin around reddened areas with warmed lotion.
Wash skin area very gently with soap and water if soiled.
Place clean linen on bed if necessary.

Tighten linen (must be free from wrinkles).

Remove, clean, and store equipment.

Wash your hands.

Record observations and report anything unusual to the charge nurse.
