SUMMARY

Rule 5 CSR 20-200.180 authorizes school districts to request approval from the State Board of

Education to change affiliation from one area career center to another based upon written request
submitted to the assistant commissioner, Office of College and Career Readiness, Department of
Elementary and Secondary Education, by November 1, to be considered for the next school year.

By letter received October 25, 2019, the Dexter R-XI School District has made application to
change the district’s affiliation from the Sikeston Career and Technology Center of the Sikeston
R-6 School District to the Poplar Bluff Technical Career Center of the Poplar Bluff R-1 School
District beginning with the 2020-21 school year. Accompanying this application is a letter from
the Poplar Bluff R-1 School District in support of the change in affiliation.

RECOMMENDATION
The Department recommends that the change in affiliation be approved by the State Board of

Education based on the information presented by the Dexter R-XI School District and the Poplar
Bluff R-I School District.
