Improve Your Telepathic Power

You see a student’s hand raised. You call on the student
and what is said is completely irrelevant to what is
happening in the classroom. Eliminate that behavior by
teaching your students how to raise their hands in ASL so
you can anticipate their needs and prioritize who you call
upon. Your students will have to first critically think about
the category—Is it a question or answer? |s my response
relevant to the instruction? s this an emergency? Then the
student will use ASL to raise @ hand to get your attention
and at the same time prepare you for what is going to be
verbalized. It's almost like you can read their minds!

Composed Communication

Add another classroom management tool to your toolbox.
Create a calm, quiet, and respactful classroom by using
ASL to communicate with your students. With just sixteen
ASL signs, you can give instructions and commands,
course correct unwanted behavior, and offer praise without
interrupting the flow of the lesson. Introduce your students
to another language and culture and teach them a skill
they can carry with them throughout their lives.

Yes! No? Give It a Go!

This is a quick way to use ASL to pair students for instruction.
1. Pose a problem cr question to the students.

2. Ask them to sign Yes or No to show their
understanding of how to get the answer.

3. Pair a Yes student with a No student and have the duo
work together until the No student understands how
to arrive at the answer.

4. Choose a pair to present to the class how they worked
together to arrive at the answer.

5. If time permits, choose a second pair to validate the
work of the first group.
