Text Talk Directions

1.  Teacher selects three Tier 2 words from the text to explicitly teach.
2.  Teacher reads entire book to students, pausing to discuss as needed.
3.  Teacher goes back and reads the selected word in context, using the exact 
     sentence.
4.  Teacher gives a student friendly definition and asks student to repeat the
     word.
5.  Teacher provides examples of the word used in contexts other than the 
     sentence in the story. 
6.  Students interact with the examples by providing their own examples or
     acting out the word being taught. 
7.  Teacher repeats steps 2-6 for each word being taught.
8. Teacher adds words to the Vocabulary Wall and gives students practice using  
    the words throughout the year.
