Interactive Paragraph
Biography

Objective

Students will work with a group to create a paragraph about 1 chosen person

Materials

Several biographies

Sentence strips (1-3 per group of 2)

Markers (1 per group of 2)

Tape

1. The teacher will read aloud a few biographies 

2. Students will vote on 1 person to write a paragraph about

3. The teacher will pair students up and ask them to write 1 sentence about the chosen person on a sentence strip

4. Students will come back together and the teacher (or pairs) will read aloud the sentences written.  The teacher will facilitate a discussion about which sentence should go where, reminding students that a biography is written in a sequence of events

5. The teacher will think aloud, and facilitate conversations on which sentences should be combined or thrown out (in the case of repetitive sentence).

6. The teacher will remind students that all information must be true, and assist students in clarifying misconceptions if needed

7. The teacher will lead the students through the revision and editing process of the paragraph over the next few days.
