Counting Dude and Bragging Dude
What:  This activity allows students to discuss and develop a deeper understanding of vocabulary terms with a partner in a game like setting.
How:   
· Students pair up and assign roles.   One person in the pair is “Counting Dude”.   The other person in the pair is “Bragging Dude”.
· Teacher selects vocabulary term for the students to use and says, “The word is ___________.”
· Bragging Dude creates a 7 Up sentence (a sentence with 7 words or more) which the meaning in the context of the sentence supports the meaning of the word.   Bragging Dude tells his sentence to Counting Dude.
· Counting Dude writes the sentence and counts the number of words in the sentence.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Teacher calls out numbers starting at 7 to see what was the shortest and what was the longest sentence created using the word correctly.   She can also allow all partners to share out and the class could vote on their favorite sentence.   
· Partners switch roles.   
· Teacher selects new vocabulary word.
