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Tentative schedule
Week 1 – Research and state craft
To get the materials needed from online sources, this week might be scheduled earlier in the term.
1.  Learn research skills  including paraphrasing of information, use of graphic organizers and note taking to collect data.
2. Research on-line for state tourist information.
3. Research library for books, materials on states.
4. Read materials gathered and add data to graphic organizers and notes.
5. Complete the state craft activity and add facts gathered from it to notes.
Week 2 – Map skills and opinion paper
1. Learn map skills of determining location, use of map features.
2. Create a map and add features, identify important locations.
3. Research in social studies textbooks for facts about environment/habitat.
4. Collect data, compare with others in collaborative groups.
5. Write first draft of opinion paper about which state is the favorite with evidence on both sides.
Week 3 – Biography and opinion paper

1. Choose biography and start reading.
2. Read chosen biography and add to notes with facts.
3. Read chosen biography and write main idea of what read that day.
4. Collect data, compare with others in collaborative group.
5. Write final draft of opinion paper.

The report creation time for this week may need to be lengthened depending on the criteria used for the report project.
1. Create informative report
2. Create report visual aids
3. Finish presentations
