	ideas are grouped in paragraphs
	1. How ideas are grouped together.

	Ideas are grouped in stanzas


	words are grouped in sentences
	2. How words are grouped together.
	words don’t have to be grouped in sentences – they can be grouped as a single word, phrases, lines…


	punctuation at the end of every sentence
punctuation follows rules


	3. Punctuation
	punctuation varies – there may be no punctuation
punctuation may be present to determine the pauses in the reading of the poem
punctuation is determined by the author of the piece

	words are chosen for meaning, tone, voice…

	4. Word Choice

	words may be chosen to fit rhyme or rhythm
words choice may emphasize how the word sounds when read aloud and for its emotional impact

	authors may choose to inform, persuade, or entertain.  

	5. Purpose
	poetry is meant to be heard…read out loud
authors/poets want to connect on an emotional level with the audience/reader

the meaning of the piece is often left up to the audience/reader to interpret
