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· If a question asks you to describe how a writer introduces an individual, idea or concept to readers, viewers or listeners, you would describe…. 
· the point in a story, video, or other type of work that a particular character, idea or concept is first mentioned. (Tell when.) 

· the techniques that are used by the writer to “first introduce” the new character, idea or concept. (Tell how.) 
· If a question asks you to describe how a writer illustrates an individual, idea or concept to readers, viewers or listeners, you would give…
· details, examples, antidotes and other evidence the writer uses to exemplify the character, idea or concept. 
· If a question asks you to describe how a writer elaborates upon an individual, idea or concept to readers, viewers, or listener’s, you would give…
· details, examples, antidotes and other evidence the writer uses to enlarge, expand upon or add more details to an existing account. 
	Example One (Fiction): The Story of Little Red Riding Hood (LRRH)

	How does the writer introduce readers to the idea that LLRH may not be the type of person to use good judgment? 
	How does the writer illustrate the fact that LRRH did not always use good judgment? 
	At the end of the story, how does the writer elaborate on the idea that LRRH did not always use good judgment? 

	In the second paragraph, LRRH’s mother warned LRRH to “behave yourself” “mind your manners” and “do not leave the path”. If LLRH was a person who always used good judgment, she wouldn’t have to be reminded by her mother.  
	The writer includes several examples of LLRH not using good judgment. For example, she was overly friendly with a complete stranger (the wolf) and told him the location of her Grandmother’s house. She told the wolf where she was going. The wolf tells LRRH to veer from the path to look for flowers, and she does in spite of her mother telling her to stay on the path. LRRH enters her Grandmother’s house without reservations in spite of the door being wide open and “things looking strange.” 
	At the end of the story, the writer included a thought LRRH had. The story states….. “As long as I live, I will never leave the path and run off into the woods by myself if mother tells me not to.” This statement helps build on the idea that LRRH did not always use good judgment. 

	Example Two (Fiction): The story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears

	How does the writer introduce the main character (Goldilocks) to readers?
	How does the writer illustrate the idea that Goldilocks is somewhat of a snoop and rude? 
	How does the writer elaborate on idea that Goldilocks is a rude person? 

	Goldilocks is introduced to readers, in the fourth paragraph, after the writer tells about the three bears and their possessions. The writer introduces Goldilocks as being “a selfish little girl with beautiful blond curls.” 
	The writer portrays Goldilocks as a snoop because he states she “peered in the window” and “peeped in the keyhole”. The writer states “seeing no one at home, the girl walked in” which makes Goldilocks seem like a rude person. 
	The writer included the dialogue of Goldilocks talking to herself to elaborate on the idea that Goldilocks is rude. For example, upon seeing three bowls of porridge sitting on the table, Goldilocks mutters to herself “Jackpot”. Also, when Goldilocks tested the Middle Bear’s porridge, she spits it out and shouted….”Blech!”  

	Example Three (Non-Fiction): An article on Courage

	How does the writer elaborate on the concept of courage to increase readers understanding as to what it is like to be a courageous person? 

	The writer introduces the concept of courage to readers at the beginning the story by asking three questions. “What is meant by courage? Do you know people who have courage? Has there ever been a time in your life when you needed courage?” 
	The writer includes several scenarios or examples of occasions in people’s lives when they showed courage. For example he tells of a five year old-boy who saves his grandfather and a four year-old girl who calls 911 when her mother chokes.  
	At the very end of the article, the writer states what it means to be a courageous person. He states, “To be courageous means to address fear  without reservation, to live with hope in spite of obstacles and to have the courage to see the future.” 

	Example Four (Non-Fiction): An article on Living Inspirations

	How does the writer elaborate on the concept of inspiration to increase readers understanding as to what it is like to be an inspirational person? 

	The writer introduces the concept of inspiration to readers by beginning the story with a scenario of Mother Tressa who inspired millions of people with her acts of love and kindness. 
	To illustrate the concept of inspiration, the writer includes several scenarios or examples of inspiring people. For example he tells of grandfather who made toys for all the underprivileged children in the neighborhood and about a nun who devoted her whole life to helping disabled veterans. 
	Towards the end of the article, the writer uses two quotes to build-up the concept of inspiration and to explain the importance inspiration plays in the lives of people. For example…“There was never a great soul that did not have divine inspiration.” The second quote is….”Inspirational people are those who give the gift of hope to others.”
