4. What is the central idea of text? Cite two pieces of evidence from the text that helped you determine the central idea.  (Objective 4, R.I. 6.2, DOK 3) 

5. Create a short, non-subjective summary of the text, The Challenges of Immigration.  (Objective 5, RI.6.2, DOK 2) 
6. What is author’s purpose in writing the article?  Use three details and/or examples from the text to show how purpose is conveyed through the text. (Objective 6, R.I.6.6, DOK 3)

7. Compare and contrast the techniques used by the two authors to give readers an idea of the difficulties immigrants might face when coming to the USA. Be sure to include at least two similarities and two differences and cite specific evidence from both texts. (Objective 3, R.I. 6.9; R.L.6.9, DOK 3) 

8. The article, The Challenges of Immigration, and the story, Amir, talk about difficulties immigrants face when coming to the USA. Write a short paragraph that compares and contrasts the difficulties of immigration as discussed in both texts.
