Six-Word Memoirs
Memoir = a literary nonfiction genre; a collection of memories that an individual writes about moments or events.
Six-Word Memoirs is a project founded by the U.S.-based online storytelling magazine, Smith Magazine.  The magazine was founded in 2006, taking a cue from novelist Ernest Hemingway, who, according to legend, was once challenged to write a short story in only six words.  Hemingway’s story read:  “For sale:  baby shoes, never worn.”   (http://www.smithmag.net/) 
The basis of a six-word memoir is choosing six important words to tell a story, share a memory, or just share reflections on life from your point of view.
Examples:
Too many things to do today.
Life is not what I expected.
Love soccer.  Love games.  Hate practice.
Good student.  Great Friend.  Better Sister.
Looking forward to a long weekend.
Summer vacation is where it’s at.
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
