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Hints for Writing Endings

1. Return to the Beginning
· The easiest way to create a good ending for expository writing is to focus on the introduction. Early on, writers typically include a thesis statement, or main idea, to be discussed. For the conclusion, you can return to the main idea and rephrase it concisely, in different words from the original.
2. Size Up the Length
· The introduction and conclusion in a piece of expository writing are usually about the same length. The body, which proves or supports the main idea, offers depth and width on the topic.
3. Review Your Main Points
· You will probably have several paragraphs devoted to each point in the body of an expository document. Effective conclusions can summarize those points, reminding readers of what they just read. The summary should be concise.
4. Wrap It Up
· When readers come to the end of your expository document, they should know they have arrived at a conclusion. The work should feel complete.



Sample Ending
Bowling’s long and colorful history has led to its current rules and popularity.  League play contributes to the enduring popularity of bowling.  If Hermann Ice were alive today, chances are that at least one night a week he’d be down at the alley racking up points for his team.  
Sample Introduction
The game of bowling was invented in Iceland in 1213 when Hermann Ice accidentally ran into a mound of snowballs his children had stockpiled for building snowmen.  Mr. Ice was so annoyed he threw the snowballs out. They rolled down the lane toward the outhouse.  One struck Mrs. Ice and, as Mr. Ice said later, “knocked her off her pins.” From that one-man beginning, bowling has grown into a popular league sport.
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
