1.  What impact does political upheaval have on the people living in a politically unstable country?  What is the human cost of political oppression?

2.  In what circumstances does it become a moral imperative to practice civil disobedience?  At what point is it necessary to rebel against a political system or leader?

3.  What politicizes a person?  What makes a revolutionary risk everything for a certain cause?”
