Most Important Words Anyone Child Will Hear
[bookmark: _GoBack]How do we own words?  How do they impact us?
	Now we will explore how words impact us.  First we will do a prewriting exercise called looping.  When looping, students write for a certain number of minutes, reread their writing underlining ideas, words and phrases that are meaningful or interesting.  Choose one of these underlined things.  Begin your next freewrite with that particular phrase or word.  Freewrite another 10 minutes.  Repeat the process  3 or 4 times in order to narrow down a writing topic.
	First have students freewrite about the top 5 words that all people should here as they grow and mature.  These should be words that the student believes will build great citizens.  
	Reread and find the loop.  Share writing with group.
	Repeat the process.

After the exercise, have students go through the entire set of freewrites marking those things that can be writing topics for other times in their writing careers.  
	Give students a Socratic Seminar Prep Sheet with “The History Teacher.”  Students will be preparing for a large group discussion over this poem and this series of freewrites.
