Clarification on the Allowability of 215t CCLC Carry-Over Funds sl s

We have now received further guidance on the use of 2019-2020 21% CCLC carry-over funds. Please note: there
is NO penalty or risk assigned for not fully spending your 2019-20 grant dollars! You are NOT required to
request this one-time carry-over option.

Some of the information below are changes to previous guidance issued, if you wish to request carry-over
please follow these steps and all requests for carry-over must be approved no later than August 15, 2020:

- If you want to carry-over your 2019-20 grant funds, you MUST:

o Request and receive approval from your assigned DESE afterschool supervisor (send all requests
via email),

o Include all of the following in your request: 1) the reason for the carry-over, 2) the plan for how
the carry-over funds will be used, and 3) the amount of funds you will need to carry-over.

o Ifyou have already requested and received approval for carry-over you do not need to request it
again.

o Do NOT include carry-over dollars in your 2020-21 continuation report budget section (those
budget pages should only reflect your 2020-21 grant dollars).

- If approved for carry-over and you are an LEA (school) you will continue to use the ePeGS budget and
submit budget amendments and payment requests accordingly (remember once you submit an FER the
budget is closed for 19-20 and no payments can be requested after that, the approved carry-over funds
will then show in your 20-21 budget). If you are approved and you are a non-LEA (non-school) you will
continue to submit your paper budget amendment form and paper request for reimbursement form.

- You must be on our approved carry-over list in order to request reimbursement of these funds. We will
adjust ePeGS budget availability based on your carry-over status/determination. Those not approved for
carry-over will not be approved for any reimbursements of expenditures occurring after June 30, 2020
with 2019-20 grant funds.

- NOTE: you do NOT need to track the 2019-20 carry-over funds separately as previously instructed.
Once approved for carry-over, the carry-over amount will be tracked along with your 2020-21 awarded
budget. For example, if you are awarded $400,000 for 2020-21 and you request and receive approval to
carry-over $50,000 from your 2019-20 award, your budget beginning July 1 will reflect an availability
of funds in the amount of $450,000.

o Carry-over funds must still be for allowable, reasonable and necessary expenditures and must be
utilized for the awarded 21 CCLC afterschool program.
