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Additional Information on Refugee School Impact Grant
The following measurable outcomes (success indicators) will be met utilizing the student performance results, as well as results of the activities presented in this application:  
1. Improvement in academic performance:
a.         Use of local data from one semester to the next on refugee students’ grades will help identify progress. 
b.         A comparison of the most current two-year data: passing their classes from one grade level to the next would be reasonable to meet or not meet a target or show percentage.
1. Increase in the number of refugee children that complete high school: A comparison of the most current two-year data may be used to generate statistics (percentage).
1. Improvement in the level of English language acquisition among refugees: AMAOs met and not met may be used to confirm improvement. These statistics not being demographically identifiable, when the district meets a progress target, the refugee students are included. Therefore, refugee students met the indicator. 
1. Improvement in school attendance rates: A comparison of two-year (or semesters) most current data may be used to generate statistics. 
1. Increase in parent participation in school activities: 
1. A comparison of the most current two-year data (or two semesters) may be used to generate statistics (percentage). 
1. Participation/attendance comparison from one activity to the next is possible.
1. Documentation of enrolled refugee children and their demographics: List current statistics by grade level.
