They will recruit sponsors, student participants and mentors from
the community. As the program is developed, they will prepare a
written summary for “how the program can be replicated.’

ence of participants for each year.

A value of being associated with the University of West Alabama is
that the institution provides a respectable link that gives creditabil-
ity to an audience of participants that may not be familiar with NY-
FEA. Another eventual outcome for the conference is to provide
exposure to the value of a university education for a group of young
people that may not see the natural connection.

3. Financial desirability of agricultural jobs,

4. Quality of life impact received through a career in agriculture,
