 The Gysbers Missouri Comprehensive School Counseling Program (MCSCP) Award recognizes Missouri school buildings with comprehensive school counseling programs that have demonstrated a commitment to fully implementing them. This award is a five-year distinction, and buildings may reapply after five years.

This prestigious award is named after Dr. Norman C. Gysbers, a retired professor at the University of Missouri and the founder of the Missouri Comprehensive School Counseling Program. It is for individual schools whose school counseling programs have reached a level of implementation that emphasizes the positive impact on student success and the school community.

Pre-Application
Prospective applicants must have a pre-application meeting with the Gysbers Coordinator to discuss the current status of:
· school board assurances/board Policy.
· evaluation using a school counselor evaluation tool.
· each counselor’s certification status.

Applications will be evaluated by a panel of trained reviewers, which may include a counselor educator, a representative from the MSCA, an elementary school counselor, a middle school counselor, and a high school counselor. A K-12 counselor may also serve in one of the school counseling positions. To attain the designation, an application must achieve a score of 90% or above on total score. Successful applicants will be notified within two weeks following September 1.

Missouri State Statute supports this award, and all templates used must be DESE documents.  ASCA (American School Counselor Association) templates will not be accepted.
